IB/M Applicants Must:
•	 Apply by Jan. 20 of sophomore year; Dec. 1 for students studying 

abroad. Transfer students MUST apply separately to UConn by 
Jan. 15 and to the Neag School by Jan. 20.

•	 Have earned a competitive cumulative GPA. Applicants with a 
cumulative GPA below 2.7 must apply for a GPA waiver (See 
“How To Apply” on website).

•	 Submit an essay describing experiences that have influenced your 
desire to pursue a career in teaching.

•	 Participate in a successful group interview with faculty.
•	 Take Praxis Core or meet waiver eligibility by Aug. 1 (prior to 

junior year).
